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The NCC and the GBLT will be conducting the initial phase of this campaign during the summer of 2000.

Our Conservation Partnership seeks to create an endowment fund of $2 million to preserve and protect unique sites 
of environmental significance on eastern Georgian Bay and its adjacent natural communities. Many sites are also 
significant for their rich cultural and historical aspects.
Formed in 1991, the GBLT is a registered, charitable non-profit organization that currently holds seven properties com-
prising nearly 500 acres with a value just under $2 million dollars. The NCC received charitable status in 1962 and since 
then has helped to protect 1.63 million acres across Canada, involving 870 properties.
The NCC and the GBLT have jointly established this endowment fund and are working cooperatively to reach the 
endowment goal. Part of this arrangement will see the transfer of Southeast Wooded Pine Island (Go Home Bay) from the 
NCC to the GBLT. The endowment fund will ensure the ability of the GBLT to meet its stewardship obligations for this and 
future properties protected jointly with the NCC.
